Raytheon Delivers 

Deployable Headquarters 

Virginia, Springfield, Dec 5th – Under contract to the US Army Joint Precision Strike Demonstration Program, Raytheon company (NYSE: RTN) completed delivery and installation of a deployable Command and Control headquarters for US CENTRAL Command (CENTCOM).  

The system, called CENTCOM Deployable Headquarters (CDHQ), has been installed at As Sayliyah, Qatar in preparation for a CENTCOM sponsored exercise entitled “Internal Look”.  The CDHQ uses a scalable/modular and deployable design that provides forward-deployed Command staff advanced command and control capability ensuring seamless connectivity to Theater Component Command staffs and to CENTCOM Main HQ at MacDill AFB, Tampa, FL.

CDHQ began as an ACTD concept but became a rapid acquisition program in response to Sept 11th when CENTCOM identified an urgent need for a forward deployable command post capability. The task was assigned to the Joint Precision Strike Demonstration Project Office (JPSDPO) which provides, amongst other things, leading edge, rapid acquisition Command and Control solutions for the US Army and other service branches. Through its existing prime contract with JPSD, Raytheon led a diverse and geographically distributed team consisting of government (CENTCOM, JPSD, SPAWAR) and associate subcontractors (General Dynamics, Northrop Grumman, Veridian, C4S) to specify, design, produce and test the CDHQ in less than ten months. 

Led by Raytheon ISS in Springfield VA, additional participating Raytheon facilities include Falls Church VA, State College PA, Huntsville AL, Sacramento CA, and Marlboro MA. Final assembly of the CDHQ was completed at Raytheon’s St. Petersburg FL facility because of its close proximity to CENTCOM headquarters.

The CDHQ is the first-ever deployable command post for a Unified Combatant Commander and can be operated anywhere within CENTCOM’s Area of Responsibility (AOR).  The modular design of the office space and the command and control capabilities is highly scalable and flexible allowing connectivity to the full array of computer servers and communication networks required by a modern Unified Combatant Command. The CDHQ includes a high speed fiber optic network backbone which can deliver video-over-IP to the desktop, greatly increasing CENTCOM’s Audio/Video capability and facilitating future expandability. 

The entire CDHQ complex is fully self-contained within standardized erectable shelters and provides a complete capability for sustained operations including power distribution, office automation, computer networks and satellite connectivity within a comfortable work environment. 
Witnessing operational demonstrations in St. Petersburg, CG Tommy Franks commented that “The CDHQ is exactly what we in CENTCOM needed.”
